Booth Set-up

Booths will be staked out on the morning of Friday, October 23 for confirmed vendors to
set up, if desired, from 1 — 5 pm. Otherwise, set up will be from 7 — 9 am on Saturday.
The spaces will be set up along the road beside the strawberry field as they were at last
year’s Fall Festival. This gives everyone an equal chance to attract customers to their
booth. All trucks should be finished unloading and out of the way by 9 am on Saturday.
