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Pesticide School for Turf and Ornamental Exam to be held at

Savannah, GA January 28, 2009 -- Landscape professionals and lawn-care specialists must
have a Georgia Department of Agriculture license in order to use lawn and garden pesticides.
And, to get the license, you must pass the Georgia Department of Agriculture's test. For
individuals who have never taken the test, or those who want a leg up, the Bamboo Farm is
offering two, one-day seminars covering a formal review of the study material. The seminar will
tell you what's important to know, and what's not. Subject areas covered include Applying
Pesticides Correctly and Ornamentals and Turfgrass Pest Control.

You'll get the most out of the
seminar if you review the material prior to class.

24 specialization).
